Mashreq Allslami (The Islamic Window of Mashregbank PSC, a bank licensed and regulated by the UAE Central Bank)

These terms and conditions regulate the operation of Islamic accounts of the Customer opened and
maintained with the Bank and shall be deemed to form part of the Account Opening Forms (as defined
herein) as signed by the Customer from time to time.

These terms and conditions shall be construed in accordance with the Memorandum and Articles of
Associations of the Bank, its by laws and regulations, the U.A E. Central Bank’s regulations as issued
from time to time, the Fatwas issued by the Internal Shariah Supervision Committee of the Bank and
the provisions of noble Islamic Sharia'h.

The Bank shall have the sole discretion to amend, add to, or delete any provision of these terms and
conditions at any time and to such extent as permitted by law and/or by any other reasonable means
of notification of such changes.

To the extent permitted by applicable laws, the Bank may change, replace, supplement or delete

any of the Terms and Conditions mentioned below or the Schedule of Charges mentioned on the
webpage (mashregalislami.com/soc) inits sole discretion and at any time. If there are any changes

to these Terms and Conditions or Schedule of Charges or to any Specific Features, the Bank will give
the Customer 60 calendar days’ notice of such changes through the Website and/or via e-mail and/
or through any other means of communication as deemed appropriate by the Bank and the Customer
acknowledges and agrees that in the absence of any written objection by the Customer received by
the Bank within fifteen (15) days, the Customer shall be deemed to have accepted and agreed to such
terms and conditions.

Any change to the Terms and Conditions will be provided in plain language as a summary of the key
changes along with a copy of the revised Terms and Conditions.

Definitions:

In these terms and conditions, the following words and expressions shall have, whenever mentioned
herein, the meanings shown against each of them:

Account: means the Islamic account(s) opened and maintained by the Customer with the Bank.

Account Opening Form: means the account opening formin the Bank's standard format, whichis
issued by the Bank and signed by the Customer in relation to the opening of an Account.

Debit Card: means a cardissued by the Bank in favour of the Customer, to be used by the Customer
in designated automated teller machines to access a debit account and to complete transactions
permitted by the bank via automated teller machines.

Bank: means Mashreq, acting throughits Islamic banking division, namely Mashreq Al Islami.

Category: means a group of Customers having the same maturity classification for their Mudaraba
Account for a given currencuy.

Current Account: means the account(s) compliant with Shariah; opened and maintained by the
Customer with the Bank for Shariah compliant use only.

Customer: means the Account holder or any person who requests for banking and financing services
from the Bank or its successors and assignees as named in the relevant Account Opening Form.

Guardian: refers to the individual who until the minor reaches majority could be:
the minor’s father OR

the biological mother of the minor or the person without fulllegal capacity, with or without
authorisation by the minor’s father or a UAE court OR

any other legally appointed guardian

GCC National: refers to a national of any of the following countries — Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, Qatar,
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Bahrain or Oman
Joint Account: refers to an account opened in accordance with the Joint Account Terms & Conditions
Joint Account Holder: refers to each Customer who holds a Joint Account

Liability: refers to (whether arising in relation to you, to the bank or to any third party) any loss, claim,
demand, delay, obligation, expense, damage, cost, proceedings, penalties or charges or any other
liability including legal costs, for any loss however caused (including any loss whether direct, indirect,
consequential or incidental, even if advised of the possibility of such loss or damages) andirrespective
of whether any claimis based on the loss of profit, business revenue, investment, goodwill, interruption
of business or anticipated savings or loss of data

Majority: refers to the age of 18 when Minor is permitted to operate a bank account without a Guardian
Minor: refers to anindividual who is under 18 years of age

Minor Account: refers to an account opened in accordance with the Minor Account opening Terms &
Conditions

Month: means a Gregorian calendar month

Mashreq Allslami Digital Onboarding Consent Form: refers to the consent form whichis signed by the
Customer when the Customer is onboarded through digital channels

ISSC: means the Internal Shari'ah Supervision Committee of Mashreq Allslami (the Islamic banking
division of Mashregbank psc) constituted in accordance with the laws, regulations, standards, guidance
notes, notices and resolutions promulgated and/or issued by the Central bank of the United Arab
Emirates.

Mudaraba Account: means the Shariah compliant savings and Investment Deposit Account(s) opened and
maintained by the Customer with the Bank under which the monies placed by the Customer therein shall
be invested by the Bank and which, where the context requires, includes the Mudaraba Term Account.

Mudaraba Term Account: means the Mudaraba Account whichis opened by the Customer solely for
the Mudaraba Term Period as shall be selected by the Customer in the Account Opening Form.

Promotion: means an of fer that is applicable to a specific set of customers. These may vary from time to
time and each of fer will have its own set of additional terms & conditions

Shari'ah compliance (or compliant): means substantially in accordance with the Shari'ah Standards.

Shari'ah Standards: means the latest publication of the written set of Shari'ah principles and quidelines
related to financial transactions published by AAOIFI (the Accounting and Auditing Organization for
Islamic Financial Institutions) as interpreted by the ISSC.

Takharuj: means voluntary exit by a Mudaraba Account holder by sale of the entitled share in the pool
of Mudaraba assets, profit equalization reserves, investment risk reserves and/or any other reserve(s),
at par value; that is, the sum of the principal amount and accrued profit (if any) till the date of exit net of
accumulated losses (if any) and admissible cost (if any) till the date of exit.

Terms and conditions: means these terms and conditions herein contained, as varied, amended,
supplemented or modified from time to time.

UAE Dirham: means the lawful currency of the UAE.

UAE: means the United Arab Emirates.

Interpretation:

Unless the context requires otherwise, the following rules shall apply:



Reference to any personincluding the Customer, the Bank and/or any other persons and/or
legal entities shall include the personal representatives, successors and/or assignees of the
person.

Reference to any person shall include any corporation, firm, partnership, society, association,
statutory body and agency, whether local or foreign.

The clauses and other headings herein are for ease of reference only and shall not affect the
interpretation of any provision hereof.

Reference to a statutory provision includes reference to any modification, consolidation or
re-enactment of it for the time beingin force, and all statutory instruments or orders made
pursuant toit.

Words importing the singular meaning shall where the context admits include the plural and
vice-versa.

Words for a gender include all genders.
Where a word or phrase is defined, its other grammatical forms have a corresponding meaning.

Where two or more persons constitute the expression the “Customer”, all covenants,
agreements, undertakings, stipulations, obligations, conditions and other provisions
hereof and their liability herein shall be deemed to be made by and be binding and applicable
respectively on themjointly and each of them severally and shall also be binding on and
applicable to his/its personal representatives, successors and/or assignees jointly and
severally.

(a) General terms and conditions

Terms and conditions governing Banking relationship

|/We hereby agree to provide up-to-date copies of my/ our visa.

The customer hereby agrees that he/she is responsible for verifying the accuracy of any
account / transaction statements sent to them.

|/We hereby agree to provide details of transactions carried through my/our account as and
when required by the Bank.

The Bank shall at all times have the right to verify the Customer’s bank account information
and any other information or otherwise at Custom er’s office/residence.

The Bank has the absolute right at any time at its sole discretion and determination without
assigning any notice or reason, to close the account(s).

The Bank and the financial institution have the right to block the funds transferred to the
Customer’s account in the case of any suspicion of any money laundering of financing
terrorism or terrorist organisations.

During the course of relationship, there are several instances where the Bank requires certain
information from the Customer and the Customer does secured/financial transactions
through online and digital channels. For both of these, the Customer hereby confirms that
contact details (phone number, correspondence address & e-mail address) maintained at the
Bank are updated at all times.

The Customer hereby agrees that he/she is responsible for keeping the bank correspondence
secure for future reference.

The Bank may suspend operations of the Account(s) if there is no transaction for a period of
one year.

from an account agreement without penalty and without giving any reason. This period shall
begin from the acceptance of the agreement.

The Bank may choose to close the Customer’s Account(s) if there are no transactionsin the
Account(s) for 180 days from the date of account opening. The customer must return to the
Bank the cheque book relating to the closed account.

The Customer hereby consents to the receipt of offers, newsletters, promotions and
other marketing communications (including SMS messages, emails and “in-app” messages)
from the Bank. If the Customer wishes to withdraw consent to receive such marketing
communications, the Customer can do so by logging in to Mashreq Online/Mashreq Mobile
[and clicking unsubscribe].

In line with the Consumer Protection Standards issued by the UAE Central Bank pursuant to
the Consumer Protection Regulation (Circular No.8 — 2020), you are hereby informed that
you have the right to withdraw or cancel your Account Opening Application within 5 Business
Days from date of signing thereof (“Cooling-Off Period”). On the 6th Business Day (or 1day
after the expiry of the Cooling-Off Period), you must inform the Bank of your decision to
cancel or withdraw the Account Opening Application otherwise, the same shall continue to
apply and shall be deemed confirmed by you. The Bank will, during the Cooling-Off Period
provide you with access to your Account and other account related services, subject to
satisfactory KYC and compliance checks and procedures of the Bank.

Should you choose to waive your right to the Cooling-Off Period, you must, in writing,
notify and/or confirm to the Bank such intention. It must be noted that if you opt to cancel
or withdraw the Account Opening Application within the Cooling-Off Period, you shall be
responsible to pay all costs and charges that you may have incurredin relation to any and
all transactions conducted in your Account during the Cooling-Off Period and before the
cancellation of your Account.

The Customer agrees to provide accurate declaration / information covering FATCA (Foreign
Account Tax Compliance Act) and CRS (Common reporting Standard) forms. Failure to do so
could lead to punitive actions as per the prevailing regulatory guidelines.

The bank at any time andinits sole discretion may suspend or freeze the Customers’
Account, block transactions and/or put a hold on the Customers’ Account and/or
transactions under the following circumstances:

a) If the Customers’ Accountisin debit or if the Customer has exceeded the spending limit
andin such case the customer will be obliged to pay the bank the amount of any debit
balance;

b) If the bank receives written confirmation or other evidence toits satisfaction of:
i)  Customer or any Joint Account Holder’s death or legal disability;
i) If soappointed, the customers Nominee's death or legal disability;

i) Inthe case of aminor, the Guardian’s death or legal disability or dispute between the
Guardians with respect to guardianship of the minor;

c) If the bank receives an order from a court or other reqgulatory authority, havingjurisdiction
in the UAE, to suspend, freeze, block or put a hold on the Customers’ account;

d) If the bank believes that fundsin your account have been obtained through unlawful
means or that the Customers’ account is being used to effect suspicious transactions. In
such a case, the bank may require the customer to provide any necessary documentation
to verify the legality of the transactionsin question;

e) If the bank believes that the Customeris no longer a resident of the UAE or that the
Customer is likely to permanently leave the UAE;

f) If the Customers salary transfers (if applicable) to the bank cease or the bank believes
that the Customer is likely to lose his/her primary source of income, and the Customer
has existing obligations to make monthly payments to the bank

g) If the Customer has obligations to make monthly payments to the bank out of the
Customers’ salary and the Customer receives any advance salary payments into his/her
account, in which case the bank will have the right to put a hold on the advance payments
corresponding to the monthly payments that they are intended to cover;

h) If the Customer does not, upon request, provide the bank with any information or
documentation relating to the Customer and/or the Customers’ account that the bank is
required to maintain in accordance with Applicable Laws and/or the banks own policies or
is otherwise requested by the bank

) If the Customers’accountisin the process of being closed;

j)  Inthe case of ajoint account, if the joint account holders are in dispute and the bank
exercises its right (mentioned under Joint Account Holder Terms & Conditions)

k) If the Customer (or the Customers’ Nominee) default on any of the Customers'
obligations under the terms of any of the banks;

) If,inthe case of an Account held by a Guardian on behalf of a minor, the Guardian and
minor fail to comply with their obligations (mentioned under Minor Account Terms
& Conditions) and/or If there are any other valid reasons why the bank believes it is
necessary to do so.

If in a consecutive period of twelve (12) months, any four or more cheques issued by the
Customer from his/her Current Account are returned unpaid due to ‘insufficient funds’ then
the Bank may without any notice close the Customer’s Current Account, and upon Banks's
request the Customer shall return all remaining cheques linked to Customer’s Current Account
to the Bank immediately. For the avoidance of doubts, any cheque which returns unpaid due
toinsufficient funds’ at any point of time, will continue to be considered as a cheque returned
unpaid due to ‘insufficient funds’ despite any partial payments against the same.

If in case a cheque issued by a Customer from his Current Account is returned due to
‘insufficient funds’, the payee may approach the Bank to get partial payment of the cheque
amount to the extent of the funds available in the concerned Account of the Customer. Upon
each partial payment by the Bank, the cheque will be returned by the Bank to the payee until
the full cheque amount is paid. A processing fee, as per Schedule of Charges, willbe charged to
the Customer upon each partial payment processed.

If upon presentation by the Bank, a cheque issued to the Customer from his Current
Account is returned unpaid by the drawee bank due to ‘insufficient funds’, the Customer may
approach the drawee bank to get partial payment of the cheque amount to the extent of the
funds available in the concerned account of the payer in the payee bank. Upon each partial
payment by the drawee bank, the cheque will be returned by the payee bank to the payee
until the full cheque amount is paid.

The Bank may debit any of the Customer’s Account(s), held/available with the Bank, at any
time, in order for the Bank to recover any and/or allamounts/liabilities due and/or owed by
the Customer to the Bank.



Dormancy:

a) The current and or savings Account(s) will be treated as dormant if there is no financial
transaction or non-financial actions in the Account(s) for 3 years as per UAE Central Bank
regulations.

b) Unclaimed funds (if any) for a period of five (5) years will be transferred to the UAE Central Bank.

c) Anyunclaimed balance in foreign currencies will be converted as of date of transfer at the
Banks published customer rate before transfer to the UAE Central Bank. Customers will be
reimbursed this AED equivalent amount on reclaim.

d) Central Bank will not be taking any responsibility as a result of transferring the amounts
available in the dormant accounts or unclaimed balances to the Central Bank.

e) Profit bearing accounts will continue to receive profit at prevailing rates or as announced
depending on the terms & conditions for the particular account type until the time the
balance is transferred to the UAE Central Bank.

f)  No other fees other than those agreed during the lifecycle of the account activity willbe
levied on dormant accounts.

Sharia’h Compliance:

The Customer undertakes and confirms to the Bank that he/she is not involvedin any Sharia'h
repugnant activities such as:

a) Gambling/Casino

b) Alcohol
c) Pork
d) Pornographic Material

In case of any doubt, the customer is required to seek clarification from the relevant account
opening officer. The Bank reserves the right to close any account if Shariah compliance is violated.
The Customer shall be responsible for the consequences of such a closure.

Account opening:

a) AnAccount canbe openedin the name of one person or jointly in the name of two or more
natural persons.

b) Accounts canbe opened with the Bank upon submission of documents to the satisfaction of
the Bank.

Account Number:

The Bank shall assign a base account number for each Customer to proceed with all transactions
with the Bank. Under the base number allocated, each type of Account opened by the Customer
will be allotted as a separate account number. The Customer may carry out all transactions
permitted under the Accounts with any branch of the Bank within the UAE.

Specimen Signature:

The Customer’s specimen signature registered with Bank shall be considered to be the basis of
carrying out transactions on the Customer’s Accounts and shall remain valid unless changed or
cancelled. Any change or cancellation shall only become valid on the next working day following
the day of receipt of suchinstructions by the branch at which the Account is maintained.



7. Deposits and Withdrawals:

The Bank may accept deposits from Customersin cash or by any of the customary banking
and/or financing practices. The Bank shall be entitled, inits sole discretion, to refuse any
instrument or deposit and/ or limit the amount permitted to be deposited and/or return any
deposit or any part thereof at any time and from time to time. Deposits by third parties into
the Account may be accepted without any responsibility to the Bank. The Bank may, without
prior notice to and/ or consent of the Customer, reverse any entries in the Account where
transfers, remittances, cheques or other instruments previously credited to the Account are
recalled or returned unpaid for any reason. The Bank shall be entitled to retain unpaid cheques
orinstruments and to exercise all rights in relation thereto. The Bank may, without prior notice
to the Customer, reverse any entry made in error and accepts no responsibility for, or liability
inrespect of, any loss or damage arising out of or relating to such operating errors. In the
event the Customer discovers any such error, the Customer shallimmediately notify the Bank
in writing of such error.

Withdrawals by the Customer shall be subject to such notice or restrictions as may be
applicable from time to time. Cash withdrawals from a Deposit Account shall be done by using
such forms as prescribed from time to time by the Bank. Cash withdrawals from a Current
Account shall be done by using the cheques issued by the Bank or in the case of individual
Customers, the Debit Card. The Bank may, inits sole discretion, accept instructions allowing

a third party to withdraw funds from the Account, but only if suchinstructions areinaform
acceptable to the Bank and on the condition that the Customer shallindemnify the Bank as
herein provided or otherwise as required by the Bank.

Individual Customers who cannot sign their names (blind/illiterate customers) should produce
proper identification acceptable to the Bank and will be required to finger print and,/or stamp,
as required by the Bank before withdrawing any amount from the Account. To protect the
interest of such Customers, the Bank shall not issue cheque books or Debit Cards to them
except through the Customer’s authorised agent as notified by the Customer to the Bank in
writing.

If an amount is deposited by cheque or by draft, the deposit shall come into force only upon
net realisation and receipt of the amount of the cheque/draft by the Bank.

Collections and Remittances:

a)

Cheques and drafts drawn to the order of the depositor or the Customer, depositedin

the Account shall be accepted as collectionitems, unless agreed otherwise by the Bank in
accordance with standard banking and financing practices prevailing from time to time. The
Bank has the right to reject cheques, drafts or any other securities drawn to the order of

a third party. The Bank maintains the right to debit any account with any unpaid and non-
collected items in addition to the Bank's charges, without assuming any responsibility in case
of non-collection of suchitems.

Drawings against cheques under collection shall only be allowed after their actual realisation
by the bank.

The Bank shall pay the actual amount of telex/SWIFT transfers or company drafts/cheques
received in favour of the Customer after deducting banking fees/charges and commissions
applicable from time to time. The applicable fee/charges for the Bank’s services are set out
and continuously displayed in the Bank’s head of fice and branches and/or its websites.

The Customer, agrees that the purchase by the Bank of a draft (in foreign currency) previously
issued by the Bank at the instruction of the Customer, shall be at the discretion of the Bank
and at the exchange rate prevailing on the date of purchase after the deduction of the Bank’s



fees/charges and commissions.

The Bank shall credit all the incoming remittances and drafts of the Customerinto the
Accountin the currency in which such Account is maintained unless the Bank receives
instructions contrary thereto from the Customer received no later than two working days
prior to the date of such credit, and the deposit shall be at the exchange rate prevailing on the
same day of booking such transactions.

The Bank shall have the right to reject to pay for any draft or transfer if the name of the
beneficiary and/ or his/her account number does not match the Bank’s records or for any
other reason.

All the transfers effected by the Bank according to the Customer’s instructions shall be at the
Customer’s expense and responsibility, and the Bank shall not be responsible if the amounts
credited to the Customer accounts are reduced due to the charges or decline in value, and the
Bank shall not be responsible if the Customer was unable to avail other funds on account of
any restrictions issued by the concerned authorities.

The Bank and its correspondents are not liable for the consequences of anyirregularity,
delay, mistake, telegraphic error, omission or misinterpretation that may arise, and from

and against any loss, which may be incurred through its correspondents failing properly to
identify the persons namedin the instructions or retaining the funds, should the Bank or its
correspondents deem such retention expedient, pending confirmation of the identity of any
person or of the above instruction by a letter or otherwise.

Should all or any transfers be unpaid and refunded to the Bank, the Customer can only claim
the value thereof at the buyingrate of the day when the refund takes place. The refund
cannot be affected until the Bank has received definite advice fromits correspondents that
the funds are unpaid and that the original instructions have been cancelled.

The Bank shall comply with all anti-money laundering laws and regulations in force and
applicable to it from time to time and may at its discretion call for additional details or
information on the above transactions and provide the same to regulatory authorities
involved in the said operations. The Bank will not take any responsibility for delayed execution
of transactions if the information called for is not provided by the Customers in time or if
approval from requlatory authorities is pending.

Statements of Accounts / Addresses / Details:

a)

The Customer shall be provided with the advice and statements of accounts (as per the
Customer’s request or by the decision of the Bank) at suchintervals as the Bank deems fit.

If the Bank does not receive any objection within fifteen (15) days from the date of dispatch
of the advice of the statement of account by mail, and/or by any electronic media, then

such statement and advice shall be deemed correct and binding upon the Customer. If the
Customer does not receive a statement of account for any period, it is the responsibility of
such Customer to request a statement from the Bank within one month of the date on which
such statement would normally have been sent to him/ them.

Unless the Customer gives notice in writing the address set out in the Account Opening
Form shall be the approved address for the mailing of all letters, notices, advices, statements
of account or other notification (legal or otherwise). The Customer shallinform the Bank in
writing, in case of any change of the Customer’s particulars set out in the Account Opening
Form.

The Bank may stop mailing the advices or statements of Account if they are returned
undelivered consecutively on two or more occasions, until such time the Bank is provided by
the Customer with an alternative address for mailing such statements. Those statements not

mailed to the Customer may be collected from the Bank’s premises, after serving sufficient
notice for retrieval of the same, in accordance with the Bank's prevailing practice from time to
time. The Bank, at any time and without giving any prior notification to Customer, may stop
mailing through either normal or registered postal mail the statement of accounts where the
Bank's own electronic delivery channels/access options are available to allow the Customer to
request, receive and retrieve his/their statements of accounts electronically. The Customer
hereby absolves the Bank from any consequences, losses, damages, claims or other rightful
acts, which the Customer may otherwise have against the Bank, arising either directly or
indirectly, from the Bank not dispatching the statements of the Accounts. Furthermore, the
Customer agrees that the Bank will not be responsible in any way, for the Customer’s inability
to verify the correctness or the propriety of the entries in the statements. The Customer
must immediately inform the Bank in writing of any change in the details given on the Account
Opening Form and any subsequent changes thereto.

The Customer may request for an additional copy of the statement of account, which shallbe
provided to the Customer at the Customer’s own expense.

Standing Orders & Instruction by Fax:

a)

The Bank shall accept requests for the execution of any standing order from the Customer
provided that the Customer shall have sufficient balance in the relevant Account on the due
date(s) for the executions of such orders. The Bank shall not be liable for any delay or errorin
the dispatch orin the transmission or for any error on the part of the paying bank or any of its
correspondents. The Customer acknowledges that the Bank shall not be liable for such delays
or errors and the Customer shallindemnify the Bank for the loss, damages and expenses
incurred by the Bank as a result of the execution of the standing orders given by the Customer.

If the Customer gives the instructions to the Bank by facsimile, the Bank may, at its sole
discretion, process or refuse to act on them The Customer acknowledges and assumes all
risks associated with communication of instructions by facsimile, and declares that the Bank
shall not be liable, and the Customer shallindemnify the Bank for all the losses, damages and
expenses incurred by the Bank as a result of any act or omission relating to any instructions
given or understood to have beenissued by the Customer. In addition, the Customer
agrees that the Bank shall not be liable for any errors in the dispatch or transmission. The
Bank shall not be required to obtain confirmation or make enquiry as to the genuineness

of the instructions. The Bank may, however, without being obliged to do so and at its sole
and absolute discretion, decline to act upon suchinstructions and/or request verification of
instructions by means of a confirming telephone call to the Customer.

In case the Customer seeks to have the instruction by fax service, the Customer shall fill out
and sign a form specially provided for this purpose and the Bank shall reserve the right to
refuse to grant such request of the Customer.

Adjustment of Entries:

In case of any error in entries, any adjustment or correction in the entries signed by the Bank shall
be considered effective and correct. The Customer shall not have the right to claim the value of
the erroneous deposits into the Account, and the Bank is authorised to process the correction
entries and debit them to the Account. The Customer declares that the Bank has the right to
claim the amounts paid wrongfully to the Customer with the Customer’s obligation to settle
them by the method, procedures and the dates as specified by the Bank without an objection and
irrespective of the elapse of any period of time from the date of occurrence of the wrong entry.



12. Fees & the Banking Service charges:

The Bank may, without referring to the Customer, debit the Accounts with any charges, expenses
or commission payable against the banking and financial services rendered in accordance with

the banking and financial charges and commissions approved and announced by the Bank either
through website, short messages or through any means of communication that bank deems
appropriate.

13. Company’s Rights of Accounts, Set-off & Securities:

a)

Where a Customer that maintains or establishes more than one Account (whether now orin
the future and whether with the Bank’s head office or at any of its branches), such relationship
between the Bank and the Customer willbe deemed to constitute that of a single account
relationship. The Bank shall have an absolute right to combine or merge any or all the Accounts
for the purpose of setting-off debit balance against available credit balance or to reimburse
itself for recovery of dues of commitments for which the Customeris liable.

The Customer agrees that the Bank, at any time and without giving any prior notice, may
freeze, setoff or transfer any amounts between the Accounts whatsoever their types or
names, whether Individual and/or Joint Account, inlocal or foreign currency, so that each
account shall be considered as security for the other Accounts, individually or jointly, for the
purpose of settling any debts of the Customer of the party(s) guaranteed by the Customer
towards the Bank.

The Bank may attach all the guarantees and properties maintained by the Bank in the name of
the Customer for the purpose of settling any amounts due by the Customer to the Bank, and
further the Bank shall have the right to set-off the Accounts as it may deem fit.

14. Accountsinforeign currencies:

a)

The Customer may open Accounts in a foreign currency upon the approval of the Bank and
the transactionsin this Account shall be effected only by the Bank's forms, drafts or written
instructions, in the same currency

The Customer may transfer funds from its foreign currency accounts to its local currency
accounts or vice versa at the prevailing rate of exchange in the same day. The Customer
acknowledges that the Bank will not be held responsible for any exchange losses that the
Customer may incur when transferring any amount from its foreign currency accounts to
accountsin other currencies.

15. Conditions for joint accounts:

When completing a Form to open an Account, the Customer can choose whether that
particular Account is single or joint.

The Customer will be able to select whether the bank should accept instructions from the
Joint Account Holders on:

(@) An‘or”basis, meaning that the bank will accept instructions on the Joint Account issued
by any individual Joint Account Holder acting on their own OR

(b) An“and”basis, meaning that the bank will accept instructions on the Joint Account only
where suchinstructions are given by all of the Joint Account Holders OR

(c) An‘and/or”basis, meaning that, in the case of a Joint Account with more than three Joint
Account Holders, the bank will accept instructions on the Joint Account given by any two

In the relevant Form, the Customer must also designate one of the Joint Account Holders as
the Primary Account Holder.

If the Customer chooses that instructions are given by the Joint Account Holders on an “and”
or an “and/or” basis, the bank will not issue any Joint Account Holder with a Debit Card. Certain
other bank offerings, as prescribed by the bank from time to time, may also be unavailable.

If the Customer chooses that instructions are given on an “or” basis, each Joint Account
Holder hereby authorises the other Joint Account Holder(s) to make deposits, payment
instructions, stop payment instructions and all other instructions for one or all of the Joint
Account Holders inrelation to the Joint Account.

If the Customer wishes to apply for an Overdraft for the Joint Account, all Joint Account
Holders must do so collectively, regardless of whether the Joint Account is subject to an “or”
or an “and/or” instruction.

In the event of the death or legal disability of a Joint Account Holder, the other Joint Account
Holder(s) must notify the bank promptly (but in any event not later than 10 days after such
death or disability). The operation of the relevant Joint Account will then be temporarily
suspended.

Statements of Accountinrelation to the Joint Account will only be sent to the Primary
Account Holder.

As a Joint Account Holder, the Customer will have Joint Liability for any Liability suffered by
the bank arising from activity on the Account, use of any bank of fering or any breach of these
Terms and Conditions by the Customer or any other Joint Account Holder.

Unless otherwise agreed by the Joint Account Holders, allamounts deposited into the Joint
Account will be treated as jointly owned by the Joint Account Holders on an equal basis.

Where there is any dispute between the Joint Account Holders, and if the Joint Accountis
subject to an “or” instruction, the bank may inits discretion continue to act uponinstructions
given by any Joint Account Holder actingindividually as and when they are received by the
bank, unless instructed otherwise by all of the Joint Account Holder(s) or by a court order.

If the bank becomes aware of a dispute between Joint Account Holders or receives conflicting
instructions from the Customer and the other Joint Account Holder(s), the bank may, inits
sole discretion, temporarily suspend or block the operation of the Account in accordance

with Clause 15 of Terms and conditions governing banking relationships, and request a fresh
mandate from all the Joint Account Holders before giving effect to any suchinstructions.

The Customer shall indemnify and hold harmless the bank and its Affiliates from any Liability
for any transaction or the use of any on the banks offeringin relation to the Customers Joint
Account carried out by any Joint Account Holder, evenif disputed by any of the other Joint
Account Holders.

If the Customer wishes to close the Joint Account, the Customer must provide the bank with
confirmation, in a form satisfactory to the bank, signed by all of the Joint Account Holders.

Two or more individual Customers (“Joint Customers”) may open an account jointly (a “Joint
Account”)in which their rights there under shall be joint and several. If the Accountis openedin
the name of the Joint Customers, these terms and conditions shall constitute an agreement
between the Joint Customers, jointly and severally, as well as between the Joint Customers
and the Bank and shall be applicable in addition to the other provisions of these terms and
conditions.

Alldeposits made in a Joint Account and the inward transfers to a Joint Account shall be
deemed to be owned equally by the Joint Customers unless otherwise stipulatedin the
Account Opening Form.

Persons authorised to operate Joint Accounts will be entitled to deposit and withdraw
convertible currencies, cheques, payment orders, drafts or other negotiable instruments.
Such authorised persons will also have the right to draw, endorse and negotiate cheques,
transfers or other negotiatable instruments in favour of the Bank in their capacity as
authorised representatives.

The Joint Customers shall be jointly and severally liable for settlingin full all dues or claims to
the Bank that may arise or any commitments, present or future, by the actions for those
operating the Joint Account or any withdrawals that may cause the Joint Account to be
overdrawn. Any debit balance arising on the Joint Account for any reason (and any other
liability that may be incurred) will be the joint and several responsibilities of all the Joint
Customers. Any such liability will not be discharged or otherwise affected by the death or
incapacity of any one or more of the Joint Customers.

The Bank shall have the right to close the Joint Account at any time at its option for any
reason whatsoever.

If one of the Joint Customersis subject to an attachment, such attachment will be enforced
on such Customer’s share only with effect from the day of notifying the Bank of the said
attachment. The Bank shall stop withdrawal from the Joint Account to the extent of the
attached share, and consequently notify the Joint Customers or their representative of
the said attachment within fourteen days from the day of attachment notification at the
address set out in the Account Opening Form.

20) The Joint Customers expressly agree and consent that the Bank has and shall have the right,

inits discretion and without notice to any of the Joint Customers, to assert a lien on the Joint
Account and apply all credit balance or any part thereof in setting of f any (actual, contingent,
matured or immatured) sums that may be owing to the Bank from any or all of the Joint
Customers and to set-of f the amount of such indebtedness to the balance of the Account.

In the event of death of one of the Joint Customers or the loss of his/her legal capacity,
the remaining Joint Customers shall notify the Bank of their intention to continue the Joint
Account, within a period not exceeding ten days from the date of death or the loss of the
legal capacity (as the case may be). The Bank shall then suspend withdrawals from the Joint
Account until a successor is legally appointed.

22) Any of the Joint Customers or their representatives should not request credit facilities in their

personal names to be secured by the Joint Account without a written approval from all the
Joint Customers.

23) The Bank shall have the right toissue the Debit Card to each of the Joint Customers if each

of themis authorised to handle the Account, and they will be held individually or jointly,
responsible for all liabilities that occur from using this service.

Conditions relating to companies, establishments and organisations accounts:

a)

The persons authorised to sign; whose names are mentioned in the Account Opening Form
shall handle all the banking and investment transactions with the Bank to the extent of the
powers granted to them in the memorandum of association, contract of establishment, by-
laws or their equivalent.

The owners of the company / establishment / organisations indebted to the Bank in any
way undertake jointly and severally to pay all the Bank dues, whether from the assets of the
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company/ establishment/organisation or from their own funds.

The company/establishment/organisation undertakes to inform the Bank promptly of any
changesinits memorandum and articles of association, contract of stablishment orits by-
laws or the change of the legal form or any change inits constitution, board of directors,
partners or representatives or any changes in the authorised signatories. The Bank will bear
no responsibility in the event any of its directors, partners, managers or representatives have
violated the provisions as contained inits articles of association, contract of establishment or
its by-laws or have acted ultra vires or in excess of their powers.

The company/establishment/organisation authorises the Bank to pay and debit the Account,
whether the Account was in credit or overdrawn, or which subsequently become overdrawn
due to such debits, all transactions issued by those authorised to operate the Account. The
company/establishment /organisation shall be liable for any instruction or orders issued

to the Bank by those authorized to operate the Account and enter into all the banking and
financial transactions including opening documentary letters of credit, money transfer and all
transactions including the applications of credit facilities.

Such signatories who sign the banking transactions shall be personally liable to compensate
the Bankin full for any debts, present or future, or any amount incurred or any loss or damage
caused to the Bank as aresult of any unlawful acts done by them.

The company/establishment/organisation undertakes to furnish the Bank with an audited
balance sheet andincome statements or any other document required by the Bank at such
intervals and at such time as requested by the Bank.

The relevant partners/shareholders declare that in case of the amendment in the powers

of any partner representing the company/establishment/organisation, whether due to
withdrawal, resignation or dismissal or to any amendment of the memorandum of association
or the change of is name or the loss of legal capacity of any partners or the declaration of his/
her the bankruptcy or death or joining or withdrawals of one or more partners, the remaining
partners/shareholders shall be fully liable on behalf of the company/establishment/
organisation, and the Bank shall have the right to attach all the credit amounts of the
company/establishment/ organisation in favour of the Bank to recover its dues or in favour
of any court order or judgment.

Conditions relating to accounts of societies, clubs and similar organisation:

a)

The Account shall be operated in accordance with the board of director’s resolutions. A
board resolution should be submitted stating the names and designation of the signatories.
Signatories shall not delegate others to exercise such powers.

The clubs and societies and similar organisations shall submit the registration decisionissued
by the concerned authorities in the United Arab Emirates upon submitting the application for
opening the Account.

In case of expiry of the term of the board of directors of the club or societies or similar
organisations or the resignation or dismissal of the board, a letter evidencing the
appointment of the board of directors or the minutes of the general meetingin which the new
board of directors has been elected shall be submitted to the Bank, indicating the name and
capacity of those who have the right to sign before the Bank on behalf of the club or society
and similar organisation and the manner in which the account is to be operated.

18 General Terms and Conditions applicable to Minor Accounts

The bank may from time to time and in its sole discretion permit certain Accounts to be
opened for minors by a Guardian.

Any Accounts that the bank has not designated to be available to minors may not be opened
on their behalf.

A Guardian may operate an Account for the benefit of a minor as set out below and the
Guardian will accept these Terms and Conditions in the Guardian’s own name and on behalf of,
andin the name of, the minor:

(@) The Guardian will provide the bank with details of their Address and any other requested
information and promptly update the bank whenever there is any change in such details
or information;

(b) The Guardian will promptly advise the bank if there is any change in the guardianship;

(c) The Guardian willindemnify and hold harmless the bank and its Affiliates from any Liability
incurred in connection with the operation of the Account on behalf of the minor;

(d) Once the minor attains Majority, the Guardian must cease to operate the Account and
must inform and instruct the minor to go to a Branch to provide the relevant documents
and details in order to update the Account Information with the minor’s details; and

(e) Thebank willhave the right to suspend operation of the minor's Account in accordance
with Clause 15 of Terms and conditions governing banking relationships, if the minor and
the Guardian do not comply with point d above within one month of the minor attaining
Majority.

The Bank will follow the guidance set out in Applicable Laws and any court order when
operating an Account held for a minor.

A minor whois 18 years of age and who is employed or self-employed (holding a trade license
in his/her own name) may open a Current Account without a Guardian.

19. Other general conditions:

a)

In case of the death of the Customer, his /her account shall be frozen and no amountsin his/
her name with the Bank shall be released to the heirs or their attorneys unless a formal order
by the competent court is addressed to the Bank to this effect, and the Bank shall only be
responsible therefore from the date on which it has been notified about the death.

In case the association/organisation becomes bankrupt or has financial problems, the
Account shall be frozen until the receipt of a formal order from a competent court.

The Bank shall not open a Current Account for minors but may open saving/investment
deposit account for minors under the signature of his/her father or a legal guardian until the
minor comes of the age of maturity, then he/she shall be entitled to receive his/her funds and
operate his/her account by himself/herself. In case of a minor under guardianship, a decision
or judgement of the competent court for lifting the guardianship must be obtained to enable
him/her to operate the account.

The Bank may close the Account at any time without giving reasons or notifying the
Customer. In all such cases the Bank's responsibility shall cease to exist by issuing a cheque for
the credit balance on the Account (after deducting the necessary fees and expenses related
to the closure of such Account) and sendingit to the Customer by mail at the Customer’s
address. The Customer shall repay any amounts due to the Bank upon receiving the Bank’s
advice of its intention to close the Customer’s indebted account.

The Account shall be considered dormant if no transactionis effected for a period exceeding
six consecutive months and the Bank shall, in this case, have the right to reject any debit
to the Account including cheques, outgoing transfers or any other commercial papers.



The Customer shall be fully responsible for any consequences, claims, legal procedures or
losses pertinent thereto, and the Customer declares that the Bank shall not, in any case
be responsible therefore. The Customer may request the Bank to reactivate or close the
Account. The Bank may comply with such request at its sole discretion.

The Customer shall be responsible for paying the Zakat due on his/her/their funds and the
Bank shall furnish the Customer with details of his/her Accounts if required.

The Bank has the right to destroy the cheque books/Debit Cards/and/or correspondence
containing the Customer’s personalidentification number (as the case may be) if they have
not been collected by the Customer within one month from their date of issuance thereof.
The Customer shall submit a new application and pay the relevant charges for re-issuance of
any of these items.

If the Bank does not at any time exercise the fullimplementation of any clause or obligation
set outin these terms and conditions, or if the Bank delays the implementation thereof,

the same shall not be considered to be a waiver of its right or abandonment of the full
implementation at a subsequent time. The Bank’s records and documents shall be considered
as evidence of the correctness of the Customer’s balance. If, however the contrary s claimed,
then the burden of proof shall lie with the Customer.

(b) Specific terms and conditions:

Current Account:

a)

The current account is based on the Islamic Structure of Qard - It is aloan whichis returned at
the end of the agreed period without any interest or share in the profit or loss of the business.
The bank is only required to repay the original amount of the loan.

The Bank opens current accounts for its customers on the basis of a Sharia’h compliant Qard
and accordingly the Customer is not entitled to any share of profit or interest.

Any credit balance in the current account is a Qard from the Customer to the bank (loan without
interest), and on demand the Bank undertakes to pay the credit balance in full.

The Bank as a borrower has the right to use, for its own Sharia’h compliant business, the
credit balance available in the Current Account at its own risk. No reward shall be availed to the
Customer as the result of this usage of the Customer’s funds.

Any adult individual or commercial entity has the right to open a Current Account if he/she
is a national or resident in the UAE subject to the controls, rules and regulations of the UAE



Central Bank currently in force.

Withdrawals from a Current Account shall be made through cheques issued by the Bank or an
Debit Card.

Depositsin the Current Account shall be acceptedin all branches of the Bank in the UAE by
cash, cheques drawn on Company’s branches or local banks or through the Bank’s automated
teller machines.

The Bank shall have the right, to refuse to pay any payment orders or cheques written on
forms other than the Bank’s forms, without any responsibility whatsoever on the part of the
Bank.

The Customer shall draw cheques in Arabic or English languages, and the Bank shall not accept
cheques writtenin any other language.

The Bank shall have the right, but not the obligation, to honor the value of cheque or other
negotiable instruments, drawn on a Current Account evenif this were to cause the Current Account
to be overdrawn and the Customer undertakes to repay all the due amounts in the Customer’s
overdrawn account whenever the Bank requests. No fee shallbe charged for the overdraft.

The Bank shall have the right to refuse to pay the value of the cheques, withdrawals and
payment orders drawn on the Current Account if the credit balance in the Current Accountis
not sufficient, evenif the Customer has credit balance in any other Accounts with the Bank,
unless the Customer authorises the Bank in writing to pay the value of such cheques, or any
other withdrawals from any of the Customer’s other Accounts with the Bank no later than
one working day prior to such payment.

The Bank may accept from the Customer any stop payment of cheque in case itis lost,
or in other circumstance as shall be allowed by law and agreed by the Bank. However, the
Customer will bear any loss, damage and cost (including legal cost) due to these incidents.

The Customer shall take due care of the cheque book, and shall bear full responsibility forit. The
Customer shall not give any of his/her cheque books to any third parties. The Customer shall
immediately inform the Bank in writing, upon the loss or theft of a cheque book, in the absence
of which otherwise the Customer shall bear all the consequences in cases of its misuse.

The Bank has the right to refuse issuing a cheque book to the Customer, without giving any
reason thereof.

The Bank has the right to close the Current Account and to cause the Customer’s name to be
blacklisted in accordance with the regulations of the UAE Central Bank in force from time to
time. The customer has the right to know the reasons for such action.

The Bank does not accept any responsibility in the event of a postdated cheque being
inadvertently or otherwise honored before the due date.

The total amount of cheques drawn on the Current Account but not yet presented for
payment must not, at any time, exceed the credit balance on the Current Account and funds
available for withdrawal. The Bank is not obliged to honor cheques drawn against unrealised or
non-cleared payments into the Current Account. The Bank shall have the right, without notice
to the Customer, to debit the Customer’s Account with whatever the amount determined by
the Bank in accordance with the Schedule of Charges published on the website
(www.mashregalislami.com/soc) for any and each returned cheque due to insufficiency of
funds.

The Bank at its sole discretion shall from time to time impose service charges on the
Account(s) if the average/minimum credit balances of such Account(s) are less than the

This Account will be similar in operation, policies, benefits, legal and compliance requirements,
other than that the ccount generates profit, and operates based on the principles of Wakalah.
The Account is setup by enteringinto the Islamic Retail Convenience Account Agreement, and the
commercial terms applicable for this Account will be revised by the Parties through annexures.

Entitlement of overdraft

Overdraftis not a Customer’s right; it must not be construed automatically available. Therefore, a
Customer must keep all the accounts sufficiently funded to honor payment obligations.

Wakalah FD

a) Wakala - Itis an agency contract whereby an Islamic bank can accept to manage customers’
funds/assets at customers business risk.

b) A Wakalah FD can be placed subject to approval as per bank’s policies.

c) Wakalah FD can be subscribed to by enteringinto relevant master agreement and related
annexures, as required by the Bank.

d) WakalahFD shallbe governed by the terms and conditions of the relevant master agreement.

e) A WakalaFD canbe opened only by an existing Customer holding a current or savings Account
with the bank.

f)  Subject to the Bank's sole discretion and minimum balance requirements determined by the
Bank from time to time, the Customer may open a Wakala Deposit Account(s).

g) Unless otherwise expresslyinstructed in writing by the Customer on or before maturity of the
Deposit, the validity of the Deposit shall automatically be renewed for a similar period with the
same terms and conditions at the prevailing market profit rate or at the rate determined by
the Bank at its sole discretion.

h) Settlement or liquidation of the Deposit(s) before maturity of the Deposit shall be governed
by the terms set forth by the Bank at its sole discretion and determination.

i) Accrued profit shall be paid on the principal at the date of maturity or at suchintervals as the
Customer may opt at the time of opening of the Deposit.

j)  If the Depositis liquidated prior to the maturity, then the Customer shall get the applicable
profit rate for the last completed tenor.

k) Debit Card and Cheque Book facilities are not applicable to this type of Account

Savings and Investment Account:

51 Savings and Investment Accounts shall be opened on the basis of Mudarabah contract.

The Customer (being the fund owner or “Rab al Maal”) shall authorize the Bank (being the
“Mudarib”) to invest the Customer’s funds through a designated Mudarabah pool or General
Mudarabah pool or any other Mudarabah pool as may be determined by the Bank according
to the provisions and principles of Islamic Shariah in such manner as the Bank, inits absolute
discretion, deems fit. The owner of the funds “Rab al Maal” has authorized the fund manager
to mix the Mudarabah Capital with its own funds of the equity rights, balances of the of
Current Accounts, other accounts deemed as Current Accounts and others in which the Bank
is authorized to invest.

In the case of
investment accounts, the standard cash withdrawal slips available at the Bank
premises must be used in making all withdrawals from the Account.

The Bank may at its discretion restrict/limit the number of withdrawals permissible
during a calendar month on the Savings Account, andin case the number of
withdrawals exceeds the number of transactions specified by the Bank, then the Bank
may levy a service charge for each transaction exceeding such limit. These charges
shall be published, from time to time, as part of the bank fees list.

5.2 The Bank as a Mudarib shallinvest the funds standingin the credit balance of the savingand
Investment Accounts (the “Mudaraba Funds”) on the basis of the monthly average balance
available in these Accounts less the legal liquidity reserve.

The Mudaraba Funds shall be placedin ajoint investment pool with the Bank funds
and shall be managed and invested by the Bank on an unrestricted basis in accordance
with the principles of the Islamic Sharia'h.

The net profits accruing from the investments shall be allocated to the various fund
Categoriesin proportion to their respective contributions to such joint investment pool.

The Bank as Mudarib shall be entitled to a pre-determined percentage of the realised
net profit arising from the investments of the Mudaraba Funds as the Mudarib share
of profit.

Profits shall be calculated at the end of every Gregorian calendar quarter on the
basis of constructive liquidation and customer’s share of profit shall be credited to his
savings or current accounts (as instructed by customer) in the subsequent month.
Each subsequent period shall be considered a new Mudaraba on the same terms as
agreed before, and the customer shall be considered agreeing to the renewal of the
investment at its maturity date unless the bank receives a written notification four
days before maturity date to the contrary of that.

If the customer decides to withdraw his balance in the investment account before
maturity and he received profits for past distribution terms as per contractual
maturity, then the bank has the right to adjust the profits of such customer equating
them with the profits of similar maturity. The adjustment amount, deducted from the
account balance, shall be credited to the Mudaraba pool

The Customer authorizes the Bank as Mudarib to deduct, if required, a certain
percentage of the net profit from the share of the investorsin the joint investment
pool to manage any risk of loss encountered by the Customersinrelation to the
Mudaraba Accounts and/or a percentage of the aggregate of the Mudaraba profits
for purpose of stabilization of Mudaraba returns. Such funds shall be deducted, held
and disbursed only uponinstruction and prior approval of the Sharia’h Supervisory
Board of the Bank

The official currency for Saving and Investment Accounts is the Emirates Dirham. If
a customer deposits funds in other currencies the Bank will apply the exchange rate
prevailing on the day the deposit is made.

The minimum limit for accepting the Mudaraba Funds in other currencies shall be
defined by the Bank from time to time. The foreign currency investment accounts
may be invested in the same currency in a separate poolin order for each pool to bear
its FXrisks.

After the deduction of the Mudarib’s Profit Share from the total attributable profit,
the remaining sum of the Mudarabah Profit determined as per the predetermined
percentage of the Mudarabah Profit (Mudarabah Accounts Holders’ Share in

the Profit) shall be for the Mudarabah Accounts holders as fund owners and the
Mudarabah Accounts Holders’ Share in the Profit shall be distributed amongst

the Mudarabah Accounts Holders as per the weightages applied by the Bank
(“Weightages”), which are published on the Bank’s website prior to commencement of
every quarter

Profit Equalization Reserve the Bank maintains a Profit Equalization Reserve (PER) for
the purpose of smoothening the returns to the Mudarabah account holders. The PER
is deducted from Mudarabah income before deduction of the Bank's share.

Investment Risk Reserve the Bank maintains an Investment Risk Reserve (IRR) for the

purpose of protecting the Mudarabah account holders from any investment losses in

the future. The IRRis deducted from Mudarabah income after deduction of the Bank's
share.

5.6 Specific disclosures regarding the Mudarabah Accounts

The Customer acknowledges that nothingin these Terms and Conditions shall be
construedinany case as being a warranty or a representation by the Bank of any
guaranteed profits, or any guaranteed repayment of any part or the entire portion, in
respect of the Mudarabah Account Balances. The Customer is aware that all balance
inthe Savings & Investment Accounts under the Mudarabah structure are exposed to
potential losses arising out of a potential loss and that such losses may even affect the
principal amount of the funds deposited by the Customers in the Mudarabah Account.

In the event of any losses arising out of Mudaraba Pool, the bank has the right to
revert toitsreserves, however the losses shall be shared as per the pro-rata basis

as per their investments, however if the losses have beenincurred by the gross and
proven negligence, misconduct, or failure to perform its fiduciary obligations, the
Savings & Investment Account holders shall not be liable to share such aloss, and the
Bank will have to compensate the account holders for such losses.

If Customer intends to terminate Mudarabah relationship with the Bank, such

a termination shall always be considered on the basis of Takharujwhether the
terminationis by the way of closure of a Saving account or termination of a fixed
deposit.

In cases where a Saving Account is closed prior to the applicable Profit Payment

Date, the Customer agrees that it shall not be entitled to receive the profits accrued
for that particular month in which the account is closed on Takharuj basis for that
month. However, the profits calculated for the month(s) preceding the monthin

which the account is closed and have not yet been paid to the Customer shallbe

paid upon the closure of the account except for the amounts due to the Customer

of the Investment Risk Reserves and Profit Equalization Reserves includedin the

said Takharuj. The existing Mudarabah account holders relieve the Customer from
commitment towards any losses that have not become apparent when the account is
closed.

In case of early liquidation of fixed deposits, customer’s deposit shall be considered
as have been placed for the closest lower tenure. Customer’s entitlement to profit or
loss shall be adjusted accordingly.

Unclaimed profit amount on a Mudarabah deposit will remainin the customer’s
account for a period of Tyear. At the end of this period if the amount has not been
withdrawn by the customer, then it will be given to a charity selected by the Bank

The Rab AlMaal shall authorize the Bank, to retain, if required, part of the Profit of the
Mudarabah pool (Mudarabah Profits), maintained by the Bank, of the realized profits
due to be allocated to the Savings & Investment Account holders and the Bankin the
Investment Risk Reserves & Profit Equalization Reserves but shall not exceed certain
percentage of such profits attributed from the pool, which shall be the percentage
applied and declared by the Bank throughits website and annual financial statements,
if any, upon approval by the Bank’s Internal Shariah Supervision Committee on the
same, for the purposes of maintaining the stability and sustainability of the regular
allocation of the profits on the Savings & Investment Account holders

The details about the investments on behalf of Savings & Investment account
holders, which the Bank undertakes, shall be disclosed in the annual financial
statements and a note shall be made on the Bank’s website. The Bank shall make
adequate and timely public disclosures inits annual report, website about any material
changes to their policies regarding profit calculation, asset allocation, investment
strategies and mechanics of equalization of the returns.



6 Allocation of Profit Equalization Reserves & Investment Risk Reserves

61 Thebalance of the Investment Risk Reserves shall always remain the right of the Rab AlMaal,
and the ownership of the Mudarabah accounts in the Bank at any time and the Bank shall not
have the right to use for itself any amount of this balance. The balance of Profit Equalization
Reserves willhave a percentage share of Mudarib & Rabb ulMaal, as decided by Banks Internal
Shariah Supervisory Committee. At the liquidation of the Bank the said reserve balance shall
be allocated to the Savings & Investment Account Holders existing at that time. If anything
remained thereof, it shall be distributed to Bank’s approved charities

6.2 Upon the allocation of the Profit Equalization Reserves & Investment Risk Reserves or any
part thereof to the Mudarabah accounts holders, such allocation shall be made according to
the Weightings or on pro rate basis or in any other manner as may have been agreed between
the Bank and the Customer at the Account opening date, any accounts or category shall not
receive more than what it deservesin accordance to that.

6.3 The utilization of Profit Equalization Reserves and/or Investment Risk Reserves, for equalizing
the returns to Savings & Investment Account holders, as well as the use of Profit Equalization
Reserves and/or Investment Risk Reserves for covering losses (if any), shall be publicized via
the usual means used by the Bank such as the annual report and the website.

In the event of the PIN becoming known to someone other than the
Customer, that person may be treated by the Bank as an acting agent of the Customer and
the Customer shallindemnify the Bank against all loss or damage which may occur as aresult
of the PIN becoming known.

The Bank’s record of transactions processed by the Debit Card
electronically or otherwise shall be conclusive and binding for all purposes and in particular for
the purpose of legal evidence.

The amount of any Debit Card transactionin a currency other than UAE Dirham will be
converted into UAE Dirham at a rate of exchange determined by the Bank at the date when
the relevant Debit Card transactionis debited to the Debit Card Account. A handling charge
will be levied on all transactions processed through automated teller machines other than
that of the Bank.
